
Enrollment into Mathematics Classes               Revised: 07/02/2020 
To enroll in a mathematics course, you must meet or exceed the prerequisite requirements summarized below. For a particular course, any of 
the listed prerequisites in that row suffice for enrollment. For a previous course to be used as prerequisite, you must have earned a grade of C 
or better. For TSIA, TAKS, ACT and SAT exams, the scores listed are the minimum required for the test to be used as a prerequisite. 

 

 
[1] Applies to all majors with the listed TSIA score and an ABE score of 1-4 
[2] MATH 0300 may be taken by any certificate-seeking student whose degree requires college readiness in mathematics but does not require  

mathematics credit. If the student’s TSIA score is 336-349, she or he must request assistance when registering for the course. 
[3] Applies to all majors with the listed TSIA score or an ABE score of 5-6 
[4] Use this score if SAT was taken prior to March 5, 2016 
[5] Use this score if SAT was taken on or after to March 5, 2016 
[6] Or College-ready by some other means such as qualified military service, etc. 
[7] The combination of MATH 1324 and MATH 0224 is allowable if taken prior to Fall 2020 
[8] Texas A&M University TEAM and Engineering Academy students attending the Bryan Campus wishing to enroll in MATH 1325, MATH 

2412 or MATH 2413 are required to take the TAMU Math Placement Exam. The TAMU Placement Exam may only be used by TEAM 
and Bryan Engineering Academy students to register for courses at Blinn College.
