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COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
History of the United States I (1301) begins with the migration of people and tribes to the western hemisphere and continues through the Civil War and Reconstruction.  The course focuses on major events that occurred in the United States during this period. 

PREREQUISITES:  
There are no prerequisites.

COURSE OBJECTIVES and STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:  
After completing HIST 1301, students should have a working knowledge of the following:
· Describe the periods of discovery and colonization. 
· Summarize the causes and results of the revolution. 
· Explain the creation of the nation between 1787 and 1861. 
· Examine the social, economic and political issues that led to the Civil War and the consequences of the war. 
· Discuss the period of Reconstruction and its results.

If a student has one week’s worth of unexcused absences during the semester, he/she will be sent an e-mail by the College requiring the student to contact his/her instructor and schedule a conference immediately to discuss his/her attendance issues. Should the student accumulate two weeks worth of unexcused absences, he/she will be administratively withdrawn from class. 
 
There are four forms of excused absences recognized by the institution:   
 (1)  Observance of religious holy days. The student should notify his/her instructor(s) not later than the 15th day of the semester concerning the specific date(s) that the student will be absent for any religious holy day(s), 
(2) Representing Blinn College at an official institutional function, 
(3) A High School student representing the ISD at any function, 
(4) Military Service, and; 
(5) Other absences may be excused at the discretion of the faculty member.

At some point in each week, the student will take a short daily quiz.  An occasional daily assignment will be given in addition to reading the textbook and study guide.

OTHER ESSENTIAL INFORMATION:
GRADE ENHANCEMENT:
For each regular test, other than the final, a student may gain up to ten (10) points by writing reviews of outside readings. Each review can earn the student five (5) points. These reviews are due the day of the test at the beginning of the class period before the exam begins. ABSOLUTELY no enhancement papers will be accepted late!!!  Enhancement papers must be typed or computer generated, double spaced with one (1) inch margins in a 10 or 12pt. font.  Do not print the paper in a bold font or an unusually large font.  If you have a question, ask.  Reviews should be two paragraphs in length.  The first should be a summary of the article (prove to me that you read the article).  The second should be an analysis of the article (show how it fits in, or not, with what the textbook and other readings have to say). Use past tense throughout, in the third person formal. Again, if you do not know what these terms mean, ask the instructor. PAPERS THAT DO NOT FOLLOW THIS FORMAT WILL NOT BE GRADED.
