
Weight Room
Blinn has a top quality weight 

room that opened in 1992. The 
modern 4,000-square-foot, air 
conditioned weight room, has 
more than 12,500 pounds of free 
weight available to all Blinn ath-
letic teams for their weight train-
ing programs. The facility is also 
used for kinesiology classes and 
is made available to all Blinn stu-
dents and employees.

Dining Hall
The college dining hall in the 

campus student center serves 
well-balanced meals three times 
daily Monday through Friday, twice 
on Saturday and once on Sunday. 
In addition, the director of food 
services works hard to maintain 
a training table atmosphere and 
provide pre-game meals for all 
athletic teams.

Blinn College History
Blinn College was founded in 1883 as Mission 

Institute, a private 
coeducational insti-
tution operated by 
the Southern German 
Conference of the 
Methodist Church. 
In 1889 the name 
was changed to Blinn 
Memorial College 
in honor of the Rev. 
Christian Blinn of New 
York who donated a 
large sum of money to 
the institution.

In 1927 the school was 
organized into a junior college, and two years later it 
merged with Southwestern University in Georgetown. 
This association lasted until 1935, when it was orga-
nized as a private nondenominational junior col-
lege. In 1937 a junior college district was created in 
Washington County by election, and Blinn became 
the first county-owned junior college in Texas.

A request to assist in meeting the educational needs 
of Brazos County was answered by Blinn in 1970 
when it opened its first campus there in Bryan. A 
continued growth in enrollment led to development 
of a campus in College Station in 1982 and the Blinn 
College Occupational Education Center in Bryan in 
1991. In the spring of 1997 a new 120,000-square-
foot consolidated campus was opened in Bryan. A 
major expansion on that campus was completed in 
2000 and another was  completed in 2003.

In the fall of 1997 a new campus was opened in 
Schulenburg, located in southern Fayette County. 
The college opened its fourth location in Sealy, in 
Austin County, in January 2005.

With an enrollment of more than 
14,000 students, Blinn is the 10th 
largest of the state’s 50 communi-

ty college districts.

Athletic Director David Rehr
Blinn College head volleyball 

coach David Rehr was named the new 
athletic director for the college on 
June 15, 2007.

Rehr is the first athletic director 
since Leroy Dreyer to serve in the 
position while continuing his duties as 
a head coach. He has been the volley-
ball coach at Blinn four years where 
he has a record of 146-18, with four 

trips to the National Junior College Athletic Association 
championship tournament. His teams were named NJCAA 
All Academic teams in 2004, 2005 and 2006. He was inter-
im athletic director from May to July 2005.

In his inaugural season at Blinn, his team went 43-2; in 
2004 the Bucs went 35-7; in 2005 they were 34-5; and last 
year his team was 34-4 and finished fifth at the national 
tournament, the highest finish ever for the program.

Rehr’s move to Brenham also put him closer to family. 
His mother and father, Susan and John, live in Houston. 
He and the former Felicia Rae Robles were married in 
December 2005.

The native of Tampa, Fla., graduated from Satellite High 
School and then attended Brevard Community College in 
Melbourne, Fla., where he was a student assistant with 
the volleyball program. After graduating from Brevard he 
went on to earn his bachelor of science degree in wellness 
and a master of arts degree in physical education from the 
University of South Florida in Tampa.
