The Blinn College Foundation Inc. re-
cently contributed $50,700 to the renovation
of the floor in the historic Marie Heineke
Gymnasium on the Brenham campus.

The gymnasium was dedicated in 1941
in memory of the mother of Fred Heineke
after he contributed $2,000 toward the lo-
cal share of the funds needed for the Works
Progress Administration project that re-
ceived $24,059 in federal funds. Local civic
club contributions and a $8,000 bank loan
provided the remaining needed funds.

Mr. Heineke continued to contribute
money each year as long as he lived.

The gym is used today for kinesiology
classes, the dance and cheer team facilities
and office, the softball coaches’ office and
volleyball tournament competitions.

The foundation raises funds for scholar-
ships, capital projects, educational programs
and other related activities that enhance the
quality of education for Blinn students and
expand education opportunities for the com-
munities the college serves.

Volleyball among top academic teams

The Blinn College volleyball team was recognized by the Na-
tional Junior College Athletic Association as one of the top academic
teams for the fall 2005 season.

The NJCAA annually recognizes student-athletes and individu-
als who have distinguished themselves on a national level through
performance, service, merit or achievement.

The minimum grade point average requirement for consideration
is 3.00. The Buccaneers posted a 3.33 team average in the fall, rank-
ing them 13th in the country.

Neosho County Community College in Chanute, Kansas, ranked
first with a 3.69 team average.

The Buccaneers, who were ranked 19th academically in 2004,
reached the NJCAA national championship tournament the past
three seasons.

Coach Jenkins earns co-coach of year

Jeff Jenkins, women’s head basketball coach, was named the
2005-2006 co-coach of the year for NJCAA
Region 14.

Coach Jenkins, who led his team to a
school record-tying number of wins with
a 24-9 mark this season, saw the Lady
Bucs finish as region runners-up to Trin-
ity Valley, the farthest they have advanced
since 1991.

“This is really a team award,” Jenkins

= said. “There are no awards or recognition
for the team in our sport other than confer-
ence champion, national champion, etc.

“We give out a lot of individual awards, but basketball is still a
team sport. Nobody expected us to win 24 games and that is a credit
to the women on the team.

“They worked hard and were a fun group to coach. They deserve
the credit for me getting this recognition.”

In his four seasons with the Lady Bucs, Jenkins has a record of
74-52. He came to Blinn in June 2002 from Paris Junior College
where he had a 53-38 record in three seasons and was named Region
14 Co-Coach of the Year in 2002.

Jenkins shares this year’s coaching title with Tyler Junior
College’s Trenia Jones.

Coach Roper marks 500th career win
Prior to the Blinn Buc double-header with San Jacinto College on
March 25, head coach Brian Roper was recognized for coaching
his 500th career win. He had reached the milestone on March 22
with a 4-1 win over San Jacinto in Houston. Coach Roper came to
Blinn in December 1999 after seven seasons at Howard College in
Big Spring where he coached to a 268-119-1 record. His record in
his seventh season at Blinn was 231-123 going into that March 22
game. Blinn president Don Voelter and athletic director Greg Hinze
presented Coach Roper with a plaque in a brief ceremony also at-
tended by Coach Roper’s daughter Emily and son Brady.

Buccaneer cheerleaders, dance teams

finish near top at national competitions

The Blinn College Cheerleaders finished third and the Buccaneer
Treasures Dance Team came in sixth at the National Cheerleaders
Association/National Dance Alliance Chick-fil-A National Colle-
giate Championship April 6-7 in Dayton Beach, Fla.

This was the highest ranking ever for both squads at the national
competition that features both university and two-year college
teams.
