Course Description:  Prealgebra is the study of fundamental operations of arithmetic on the rational number system, including an emphasis of signed number arithmetic, solving simple linear equations, and percent applications.   Three class hours and two laboratory hours per week.  Credit:  Three semester hours.

Prerequisite:   Enrollment in Math 0309 is dependent upon the student's performance on the mathematics section of THEA or an appropriate score on the alternative test instrument
Course Objectives:  "The student should perform at a 70% or better average on all course work covering fundamental operations of arithmetic on the rational number system, including an emphasis of signed number arithmetic, solving simple linear equations, and percent applications."

Homework:  Homework will be collected every day, except on the day of a major exam.  It should be done using a pencil on loose-leaf paper.  You must copy the problem (unless it is a word problem) and show all steps.  It is due at the beginning, not the end, of the class period.  Late homework will not be accepted.

Quizzes:  Quizzes may be announced or unannounced and will cover material covered in the previous lecture.  Quizzes cannot be made up, unless you are absent for a Blinn-sponsored activity or religious holiday.  A grade of zero will be recorded for a missed quiz.  
Make-up Policy:   Any major test that you miss must be replaced by taking a “Comprehensive Makeup Exam” at the end of the semester.  Students are not assessed absences when representing Blinn College or on religious holidays.  If you will be representing Blinn College or observing a religious holiday and you will miss an exam or quiz, please see you instructor before the exam/quiz to make arrangements to make it up. 
Accommodations for Students With Disabilities:  Blinn College would like to help students with disabilities achieve their highest potential in college. Since this is a MWF class students will receive the 1st notification after  3 days of unexcused absences and a 2nd notification after 6 days of unexcused absences. If a student is dropped from a class prior to the “W” date, they will receive a “W” in the class.  When the student is administratively dropped after the “W” date, students will receive a “WF” as stated in current policy.
