Course Description: Intermediate Algebra is the study of factoring rules, rational expressions, rational exponents, radicals, complex numbers, inequalities, quadratic equations, linear systems, and equations with radicals, rational expressions, and exponents.

Prerequisites:  MATH 0310 with a grade of C or better or high school Algebra I, high school Geometry, high school Algebra II, and a score of 230 or higher on the mathematics section of THEA (TASP), or an appropriate score on an alternate test instrument.

Course Objectives: The student should perform at a 70% or better average on factoring rules, rational expressions, rational exponents, radicals, complex numbers, inequalities, quadratic equations, linear systems, and equations with radicals, rational expressions, and exponents.

Homework/Quizzes:  Homework will be collected at unannounced times and is due at the beginning, not the end, of the class period.  Late homework will not be accepted.  Quizzes may be announced or unannounced.  There will be no make-ups for quizzes.  A grade of zero will be recorded for missed quizzes.  
Make-up Policy:  Any major exam that you miss must be replaced by taking a "Comprehensive Makeup Exam".  Students are not assessed absences when representing Blinn College or on religious holidays. Accommodations for Students with Disabilities:  Blinn College would like to help students with disabilities achieve their highest potential in college. Should the student accumulate two weeks worth of unexcused absences, he/she will be administratively withdrawn from class. Since this is a TR class students will receive the 1st notification after 2 days of unexcused absences and a 2nd notification after 4 days of unexcused absences. If a student is dropped from a class prior to the “W” date, they will receive a “W” in the class.  When the student is administratively dropped after the “W” date, students will receive a “WF” as stated in current policy.
